PROTEX SYSTEMS LTD CLEARSHIELD™
CLASSIFICATION

Clearshield is based on Polyoxoaluminium Stearate in a solvent carrier used in protecting brick, stone, concrete, and masonry against rainwater penetration.  Clearshield does not change the aesthetic appearance of the substrate after treatment.  On application, dependant on the porosity of the material to be treated, it penetrates up to a depth of 5mm, effectively repelling driving rain.  The surface, however, can breathe, thus ensuring that previously absorbed moisture will evaporate and thus allowing the treated areas to dry out normally.

METHOD OF USE

Allow at least one day for the new pointing to be adequately dry for Clearshield application. (May need more than 24 hours in poor weather conditions).  Apply by brush or spray (low pressure) at a rate of 3- 5m/litre per coat.  Coverage depends on the porosity of the surface and two coats are normally applied.  Allow six hours drying time between the coats.

PRECAUTIONS

Clearshield is flammable (flash point 40(c).  When spraying, wear suitable protective clothing namely gloves, overalls and a facemask.  Although ventilation should no represent a problem under normal use, avoid vapour build up in confined spaces or wear suitable respiratory protection.

Avoid over spray or aerosol formulation, which could contaminate unprotected surfaces such as paintwork, glass etc. or cover with polythene sheet.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

Clearshield meets the requirements of BS6477: 1992.

HEALTH HAZARD

Irritating to eyes.  Symptoms include redness and watering.  Irritating to skin.  Prolonged or repeated contact may cause dermatitis.  Ingestion can cause irritation to mouth, throat and digestive tract, and can lead to sleepiness and pulmonary oedema.  Inhalation can cause irritation to mucus membranes, headache, nausea and intoxication.

Eyes
Irrigate with water for 15 minutes.  If persist seek medical attention.

Skin
Wash with soap and water.  If irritation persists seek medical attention.

Ingestion
Do not induce vomiting.  Send patient to hospital or seek medical attention.

Inhalation
Remove from exposure.  Rest and keep warm and obtain medical attention.

Aspiration

(Suspected introduction of liquid into the lungs)  Send patient to hospital or obtain medical attention.

Spillage
Erect “No Smoking” and “No naked flames” warnings to prevent contamination of watercourses.  Spread non- flammable absorbent to contain spillage and move to a safe area for solvent to evaporate.  Final disposal should be at a landfill site.

FIRE

Flash point (Abel Closed Cup) - 40(c.  Use CO, dry powder, foam, or water fog extinguishers. Do not use water jets.

CONTROL MEASURES

In confined poorly ventilated areas solvent odour can be present for 2- 5 days after application.

Adequate ventilation and warm air assist in dispersing solvent vapours.  Storage should observe suitable fire precautions.  Store away from foodstuffs.

PERSONAL PROTECTION 

Under normal conditions of use, ventilation should not present a problem.  However, when using under poor ventilation wear a suitable solvent- filter mask for white spirit.

When applying by pressure spray, wear goggles or face shield.

Wear synthetic rubber/ PVC gloves and overalls.  Contaminated clothing should be removed immediately and laundered before reuse. 

Solvent-based products can cause skin to become dry.  Skin emollients or conditioning cream can be used where this occurs.

STORAGE

Store in a cool dry place away from sources of ignition.  Keep out of reach of children.  This product is flammable.  No smoking.
