DESCRIPTION

Protex Systems Ltd Stabilising Solution is a penetrating solution formulated for application to surfaces of a highly porous or friable nature.  It provides a substrate suitable for further decoration with Protex Systems Ltd Textured Masonry Coating.  Contains no added lead.

USES

Specifically formulated for binding down chalky under bound exterior masonry surfaces, such as old cement based paint and lime wash, prior to the application of Protex textured masonry coatings.

Key Properties

1) Binds friable or chalking surfaces to produce a surface suitable for decoration.
2) Highly penetrative.

COLOUR RANGE

White And Clear

SPREADING RATE

Approximately 6-8 square metres per litre on smooth surfaces.

APPLICATION METHOD

Stir well.  Easy to apply by brush or roller.  Also suitable for application on by spray. Apply one coat of Stabilising Solution liberally to a small test area.  If this dries to a glossy film, thin with one part White Spirits to two parts Stabilising Solution and then test again in another small area.  If a glossy film still results, try a blend of equal parts of White Spirits and Stabilising Solutions.  It is important to ensure that a non-glossy dried sealed surface is produced.
PAINTING SPECIFICATION

Ensure surface to be painted is sound, clean, dry and free from grease. Remove all mould and lichen, and treat affected areas with bio wash. Repair cracks and defective areas. Chalky under bound surfaces, such as old cement based paint, and lime wash, should be thoroughly power washed or scrapped and dry- brushed.

APPLICATION

Apply one coat of stabilising primer liberally, brushing the material well into the surface.  Allow 30 minutes- 1 hour to dry, and follow on with the application wall covering.

EQUIPMENT CLEANER

White Spirits.

STORAGE PRECAUTIONS

Replace lid firmly.  Store away from heat and naked flame.
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
